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Child Sexual Exploitation
A Preventative Framework for High Schools, Academies, Colleges and Pupil Referral Units in Stockport
This document provides a framework for colleagues working with 11-18 year olds to support the prevention of Child Sexual Exploitation within Stockport. The framework should link to existing relationships education and e-safety education as part of the standard curriculum. It introduces increasingly sexually explicit information to support a tutor assessment of the perceived involvement of the child and the relevant work to be undertaken.
Glossary of terms used throughout the Framework:

 YP- young person; MASE – Multi-Agency Sexual Exploitation meeting, SCU-Safeguarding Children Unit; TAC – Team Around the Child; CEOP – Child Exploitation and Online Protection Unit; PACE – Parents Against Child Exploitation

Need to inform designated child protection officer including completed questionnaires.

Need to ensure that concerns raised by pupils e.g. through peer counselling/ with pastoral staff, on behalf of friends can be managed.

	Use animation video Me Jenny and Kate and associated activity plus the activity I thought my friend’s mate was my mate from the My Dangerous Lover Boy resource pack with whole tutor group plus general discussion.

Redo SERAT questionnaire after 6-8 weeks (following half term) to assess impact and whether escalation to next level is required  

 
	Monitor using ‘notes of concern’ (early identification records) to designated child protection officer.

Medium/Some Risk

Amber

Ask YP to complete ‘personal quiz’ to assess own risk level to add to information gained from staff risk assessment.  If still Amber then continue at this level.  If YP Risk assessment raises the level then follow the table accordingly
	Use either Option 1 or Option 2

Option 1

Use the activities Leanne/ Liam from the My Dangerous Lover Boy resource pack with small tutor group (parental consent required for all participants). Show the music video to check out learning.

Option 2

Use Be Wise resource with small tutor group (parental consent required for all participants). Show the music video from My Dangerous Lover Boy to check out learning

Redo SERAT questionnaire after 6-8 weeks (following half term) to assess impact and whether escalation to next level is required  


	Consider whether CAF/TAC appropriate because of drug/ alcohol/ attendance/ sexual health – contraception/Missing From Home.  It is recommended that CAF/TAC are completed at this stage.

Consider involving CROP to support parents


	Yes (because of explicit nature of materials)

If parental consent not given then contact Safeguarding Children Unit for referral to MASE

It may be useful to show resource to parents – need to include in TAC plan

Ask YP to complete personal quiz to assess own risk level- see above
	Use full video from My Dangerous Lover Boy resource. This is a very explicit film which shows rape of the young girl. 

Consider 1:1 or very carefully chosen small group.

(Staff must watch the video first to familiarise themselves with the content and also work out the timings for pausing the video at the points described in the pack.  Staff must have agreement from SCU that this is an appropriate way forward pending a MASE meeting)
	Designated Child Protection Officer to consult with Safeguarding Children Unit re referral to MASE.

Designated Officer to seek agreement with SCU that it is appropriate to use this material pending a MASE meeting.
	Yes 

If no parental consent this must not be used unless it is deemed to be part of the plan that emerges from a MASE meeting

	Risk Assessment score= 45-55 points

Very High Risk -RED
	Await advice from the Safeguarding Children Unit
	Phone Safeguarding Children Unit and make referral to MASE


	No – this is now at the threshold of ‘a risk of significant harm’

Staff teams must not implement any of the above without the agreement of their Headteacher.

Staff will not be provided with the packs – ‘My Dangerous Loverboy’, and ‘BWise 2 Sexual Exploitation’ until after they have received detailed training on the use of the materials to be used at the Amber level.  
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Governors must understand the content of the framework as part of the universal offer being made to their students.  
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
